JEWISH HISTORICAL MUSEUM
Belgrade

The Jewish Historical Museum in
Belgrade is a comprehensive and, in
many ways, unique museum in Serbia. It
is the only Jewish museum in the
country, thematically specialized, and
very complex in terms of contents. Apart
from museum collections with very
significant JUDAICA collection, OLD AND
RARE BOOKS, as well as Art and
Historical collections, the Museum also
has its own archives whose
documentation are a testimony both of
the Holocaust, and of the life and
activities of Jewish communities from
Serbia and the whole territory of former
Yugoslavia before and after the Second
World war, 1941 - 1945,

Museum is an integral part of the
Federation of Jewish Communities of
Serbia. It was founded in 1948.

Permanent display of the Museum, no
matter the age, is very attractive for
domestic and foreign visitors. Its
excellent concept enables the permanent
exhibition to be very much as a journey
through time — to show Jewish history
and culture in Serbia and former
Yugoslavia from the beginning of the
new era until the end of World War II.

From the seventies of the 20" century
until today, our Museum staged about
90 thematically diversified exhibitions,
of artistic and scholarly nature, and
published numerous catalogues and
monographs.
